SEBEWAING TOWNSHIP LIBRARY

Computer Use and Internet Access Policy 

Sebewaing Township Library’s purpose in supplying internet access is to assist in the collaboration and exchange of helpful information for all users.

The following Policy applies to all users accessing the Internet at Sebewaing Twp. Library.

· Patrons must be registered with Sebewaing Twp. Library, and must read and sign the Sebewaing Township Library Computer Use and Internet Access Policy, which will be kept on file at the library.  Parents/Guardian must be present and sign for children who are under the age of eighteen.

· Patron’s library account must be free of fines.

· Users must sign in at the service desk each time they wish to use the computer or access the Internet.  Patrons will limit use to one half hour if someone is waiting.

· Sebewaing Township Library utilizes filtering software in compliance with Michigan Public Act 212.  Adults may request a non-filtered computer, and may be required to show ID with birth date information.

· Patrons must not use the internet in any way that violates federal or state laws and regulations regarding copyright, obscenity, child pornography, defamatory speech, or sexually explicit material that is harmful to minors.

· Sebewaing Township Library is not responsible for any damage, loss of data, or liability that may occur from use of the library’s computers.  The library is not responsible for the accuracy of information found on the Internet.

· Users may not participate in chatroom activity, instant messaging, interactive gaming, or peer-to-peer file sharing. 

· Users may not download software programs or files to any library computer, nor shall they attempt to delete, add to or modify the installed hardware and software.  

· Computer users will be held liable for misuse of equipment and any financial costs that occur from said misuse.

· Workstations are designed for no more than two people.  Disturbing or interfering with others is prohibited.  Users must respect the privacy of other users.

· Computer users are expected to use the computer independently.  Staff may be able to assist and answer questions on a very limited basis.

· Computer generated copies of text are $.25 per page, color graphics are $.50, color copies of photographic images are $1.00 per page.

· Any violation of this policy will result in loss of computer/internet privileges starting from the day of the offense.

         First Offense:  Patron will be barred from library computer use for two months.

         Second Offense:  Patron will be barred from library computer use for six months.

         Third Offense:  Patron will lose computer/Internet privileges for one year.
